0913   Eadwulf friend of King Alfred high reeve ruled at Bamburgh

0920  Ealdred son of Eadwulf submitted to Edward at Bakewell – loved by King Edward as his father had been by Alfred – Historia de Sancto Cuthbert c22

0927   Ealdred son of Eadwulf submitted to Athelstan at Eamont

0948   King Eadred ravaged all Northumbria because they had taken Eric for their king, A/S Chronicle

1016c   family probably Eadwulf 2nd son of Uctred in power subject to authority of Eric and then Siward

1016c   Siward married a granddau of Uctred

1016c   Thurbrand murdered by Ealdred son of Uctred

1018   Eadulf Cudal half brother of Uctred defeated at Carham by Malcolm II, Bernicia lost. Macbeth, Ellis

1038   Eadwulf marched against Scottish provinces, ravaged Cumbria repulsed by Maldred half brother of Duncan. Macbeth, Ellis

1038c   Maldred married to Aldgytha dau of Uctred
